
EASYROOFING
Decorative self-adhesive roofing material

SIMPLE & QUICK INSTALLATION
Installation does not require addi-
tional equipment or extra skills. Self-
adhesive layer enables installation on 
inflammable decking.

UV RESISTANCE
The top side of the material is covered with special 
hydrophobized UV-resistant basalt granules, which do 
not fade under the influence of the sun and are not 
washed off by the rain.
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Since early years people have tried to make their homes not only comfortable, but also beautiful. Nowadays this issue is still rel-
evant, and the external appearance of the house should be as pleasant as its interior. Beautiful roof is that very special feature, 
that is able to dramatically change the appearance of the entire house. Self-adhesive rolled shingles with decorative patterns will 
change roof in several hours, as well as sufficiently reduce noise level during precipitations. Colored basalt granules besides their 
aesthetical function protect bitumen-polymer layer from destructive impact of UV, which helps to increase the service life of the 
roofing for many years.



�� Self-adhesive membrane EASYROOFING to be 
installed on rigid and straight timber deck at the 
temperatures above 10°С. 

�� The roofing deck should be dry and clean.
�� Installed on roofs with a pitch from 3° to 60°.
�� For roofs with any pitch it is recommended to perform 

vertical installation in accordance with the pattern on 
the material. 

�� For reliable waterproofing, the material to be adhere 
continuously and fastened with special roofing nails.

�� To install an eave, it is recommended to use metal 
drip edge.

�� To avoid damage of the roof structure it is recom-
mended to cut the material with a board or plywood 
underneath.

�� To avoid minor mismatch of the color and pattern of 
different rolls, it is recommended to use the material 
of one production batch.

�� Before installation of drip edge, the surface should 
be treated with bitumen mastic for better adhesion 
and waterproofing.

Necessary temperature and humidity conditions of the 
roof can be achieved only providing that the construction 
of the roof includes continuous vapor barrier, thermal 
insulation with a thickness necessary for the chosen 
region, windproofing material and ventilation of underroof 
space or attic. Timber decking should be dry. 
Roof constructions should be settled over its entire sur-
face. Rolls of the EASYROOFING to be unpacked and 
unrolled preliminarily before installation. This helps to 
avoid folding on the finished roof.

ATTENTION: 
To avoid spots and footprints it is not 
recommended to walk on the roof when 
it is hot and sunny. To move along the 
pitch of the roof use special access tools.

Bases of the chimney and any others pipes to be 
sealed with a rubber gasket for mounting holes, 
the base of which to be adhere to the decking with 
bitumen mastic FIXER. 
The peace of the roofing material installed on the 
flange to be adhere with bitumen mastic FIXER. 
The upper edge of the rubber gasket to be tighten 
with a metal clamp.

The roof pediment 
eave is reinforced with 
metal flashing, which is 
fastened with special 
self-tapping screws.

MATERIAL INSTALLATION INSTALLATION RULES

The following layer of EASYROOFING to be installed 
with a 100 mm overlap. Remove the protective film 
from the lateral edge, fastening it mechanically. 
Fastening span to be 75 mm in staggered order 
with a 25 mm setback from the edge. Install the 
following layer of the material with a self-adhesive 
layer (without protective film) and press tightly. The 
distance between adjacent lateral overlaps to be 
not less than 500 mm. Pay attention to correct 
junction of the pattern when installing lateral and 
transverse overlaps.
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Clean and prime the roofing deck. Adjust the mate-
rial and cut off excess. Removing the protective film, 
stick the material to the deck and press. Fasten 
the material mechanically in the upper part of the 
ridge. Roofing nails to be installed with a span of 50 
mm in staggered order with a 25 mm setback from 
the upper edge. Install the second pitch similarly. 
Ridge zone to be installed from valley roll material 
or special metal ridge elements.

In case of transverse junction in the overlapping 
zone fasten the base layer of the material with 
roofing nails. Roofing nails to be installed with a 
span of 50 mm in staggered order with a 25 mm 
setback from the upper edge. Then install the top 
layer of the material with an overlap of not less than  
200 mm, preliminarily treating the junction with 
Fixer bitumen mastic. Press tightly.
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After installation of valley roll material set the central 
line (1) and form the valley gutter (2). The gutter to be 
50-150 mm wide. The top layer of EASYROOFING 
to be cut to the line of valley gutter (2) with some 
rigid base underneath (plywood etc.) to avoid dam-
age of the base layer of material. Zone of upper 
layers and valley roll material overlap (3) to be 
treated bitumen mastic Fixer. In the absence of 
valley roll material it is allowed to perform the val-
ley zone from EASYROOFING in accordance with 
the installation rules.

EASYROOFING is also used for creating the junc-
tions to the vertical surfaces. Patches should be 
installed with at least 200 mm overlaps on the sur-
face covered with the main EASYROOFING layer and 
at least 300 mm overlaps on the vertical surface. 
Fasten the upper edge of the patch to the verti-
cal surface with a profiled metal edge strip with a
fastening span of 200 mm.
The upper junction of the strip should be sealed 
with a roofing sealant. The size of a fillet is speci-
fied in place.
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
